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RESEARCH GRANTS 
Note of guidance for applicants
The Association for Roman Archaeology is a Registered Charity (Reg. No. 1056599) and Limited Company (Reg. No. 3218318), which uses its membership income to promote the following objectives: 
· To spread knowledge of Roman civilisation. 

· Research on Roman sites in the U.K. 

· Preserve our Roman antiquities. 

· Present Roman sites and collections. 

· Publish findings from all our active archaeological archives.

Our principal objective is to promote the advancement of the education of the public in the history and archaeology of the Roman period.

The Association has a monetary allowance to support archaeological or associated research, particularly into Roman Britain, arising from the Graham Webster Research Fund, established in memory of our late President. Applications for grants should be made to the board of trustees, care of the Director. Grants are normally reviewed at quarterly intervals throughout the year; applicants will be advised of the result at the soonest convenience. Grants will not normally exceed £1000 but may be larger in exceptional circumstances. The grants are intended to cover a range of required expenditure including: materials required; labour costs; out-of-pocket expenses (such as travel, photography); and contribution towards specialist reports. Grants will not normally be awarded for expenses already incurred and will be payable as a one off payment on completion of work undertaken. 
Applications will only be accepted if they are made on the official application form which may be obtained from the Director or downloaded from the website. Each application must be accompanied by details of the project and written estimates of the costs to be met by the grant. In the case of applications relating to archaeological projects the accompanying details should include an 8-figure national grid reference and a summary of known information from, for example, the Historic Environment Record. The accompanying details should be listed on the application form and may include further text, photographs, and other items which can be supplied either on single-sided A4 paper or in commonly used digital formats. 

It is a condition of the award of a grant that the results of the research shall be offered for publication in the Associations’ Bulletin. The article or report must be submitted to the Editor of the Bulletin within 12 months of the completion of the project. If, however, the research forms part of a wider project for which another form of publication is preferable this condition may be waived at the discretion of the Board. In whatever form the report is published it is an absolute condition of an award that the assistance of the Research Fund is acknowledged on the title page of the article or report. Each grant will be made in the name of one of the donors and the acknowledgement should record this.
